We are seeking an engaged, dedicated scholar and educator who is 
committed to public education with a record of success both internally and 
externally with PK-20 partners.  We also seek a leader with a nationally 
recognized scholarly and professional record in the department’s disciplines 
and with international interests and connections.   
 
Stephen F. Austin State University is a comprehensive, regional university located 
in Nacogdoches, Texas.  Enrolling approximately 12,500 students, SFA offers 
more than 80 undergraduate majors and 120 areas of study within six academic 
colleges—business, education, fine arts, forestry and agriculture, sciences and 
mathematics, and liberal and applied arts.  The university, located on a 
beautifully wooded campus about two hours north of Houston, Texas, is 
accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.
